





For most of us, the plight of West African refugees, while heart-wrenching, is
far removed from our everyday life. However, Clark Realty Capital employee
Adama Thiam, who was born in West Africa, is truly passionate about this
cause that, for him, hits home.

AfricAgir’s core mission is to address West African
social and economic issues including a lack of
education, job opportunity, and the exclusion of
women from the workforce. Adama founded the
organization in 2007 after learning about the rising
number of West Africans dying on the high seas in
desperate attempts to migrate to Europe and escape
poor conditions within their home countries. More
than 14,000 people died within the past 10 years in
these dangerous migration attempts.

In 2008, Clark CARES partnered with AfricAgir to raise funds to provide
handicapped West African mothers with the training and capital needed to
succeed in the business of sewing, beauty services, and IT. Thus far, AfricAgir
has helped 30 disabled women get off the street, learn how to sew, and start
their own business. AfricAgir’s philosophy is that helping these women provide
for their children will not only give them a comfortable home, but will also
provide a positive example for the next generation, giving this region viable
hope for the future.



The Arlington Pediatric Center (APC) is a nonprofit medical facility offering
healthcare services to children of low income families in Arlington County,
Virginia. Outpatient care is provided to children in need regardless of the
family’s ability to pay; each year APC provides more than 10,000 clinical visits
annually to 2,400+ children living in poverty in Arlington County.

Clark CARES partnered with APC in 2008

to reach out to these families. In August the
Foundation helped to enrich the facility through
the addition of large scale mural painted by Clark
CARES volunteers. In December, Clark CARES
volunteers sponsored and hosted an on-site open
house event for APC families. At a wrapping
event held before the open house, volunteers
wrapped enough toys for Santa to give one to
each child in attendance, over 150 children.

At the event, these children and their parents
had the oportunity to celebrate the season with
food, games and crafts staffed by Clark CARES
volunteers, and a visit with Santa. This event,
along with sponsoring a family for the holidays,
allowed us to brighten the season for local
families within our community.

a transformation brought by life skills education and basic aid made possible in
part by grants from Clark CARES.

The Lambs adopted Gatenzi with the FXB 6 Villages
Program, which takes a comprehensive approach to
benefit rural African communities. The Lambs formed a
partnership with Interactive Business Systems of Chicago,
called IBS Rwanda, to raise $150,000 over three years
to educate villagers about health and safety, farming
techniques, crafts, and life skills such as managing
personal bank accounts, all to foster a self-sufficient
community with an improved standard of living.
